Pattern Sequence Attributes

1- At E - Enter in collected walk, up center line,
acknowledge judge

2- At C2 — Transition to trot.

3- At J — Track right.

4- After B3 turn right onto shallow diagonal.
At cross line 1 circle left 8M, finish at B1.

5- At B1 - Begin left shoulder-in, to B3.

6- At B3 half circle left 10M to C3, at C3 half circle
right 10M to A3.

7- At corner — Begin demi-volte right in travers
(haunches-in) to A2.

8- At A2 - Continue in renvers right (haunches-out)

At Al - Straighten, and continue track left.

9- After B1 — Turn left onto shallow diagonal.
At cross line 3 circle right 8M, finish at B3.

10- At B3 begin right shoulder-in, to B1.

11- At B1 half circle right 10M to C1,
at C1 half circle left 10M to Al.

12- At corner — Begin demi-volte left in travers
(haunches-in) to A2.

13- At A2 continue in renvers left (haunches-out)
at A3 straighten, and continue track right.

14- At B2 — Turn right. At C2 — Halt and release
reins to buckle; pick up reins and transition to
trot. At A2 —Track left.
