8- At B2 halt, rein back 4 steps. Piaffer 5 to 7 steps,  
     then transition to trot and continue on track. 

Responsiveness to rider’s seat, degree of collection and 
expressiveness.

9- At A1 – Full-pass left to B3; then straighten and  
     continue track left. 

Responsiveness to rider’s seat. 
Degree of elasticity and collection. Quality of bend. 

10- At A2 – Halt, rein back 4 steps 
       Piaffer 5 to 7 steps, then transition to trot. 

Responsiveness to rider’s seat, degree of collection and 
expressiveness. Lateral balance on the track. Clarity of 
transition and evenness of steps. 

11- At A1 – Transition to canter left lead. Longitudinal balance and degree of collection. 

12- At B1 – Full-pass left to between A2 & A3. 
Responsiveness to rider’s seat. 
Degree of elasticity and collection. Quality of bend. 

13- At A3 change to right lead, continue tack right. 
Lateral balance on the track.  
Degree of collection and expressiveness. 

14-At B2 – Turn right  .      
      At C2 – Three-quarter pirouette right, then continue       
      down center line.  At E – Track right. 

Responsiveness to rider’s seat. 
Degree of elasticity and collection. Quality of bend.

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15- At A1 – Full-pass right to between B2 & B3. 
Responsiveness to rider’s seat. 
Degree of elasticity and collection. Quality of bend. 

16- At B3 change to left lead, continue track left. 
Lateral balance on the track.  
Degree of collection and expressiveness. 

17- At A2 – Turn left. 
       At C2 – Three-quarters pirouette left, then  
       continue down center line. 
      At E – Track left. 

Responsiveness to rider’s seat. Quality of bend. 
Degree of elasticity, collection and continuity of canter.   

18- At B1 – Turn left onto diagonal to C2. 
       At C2 – Turn right onto center line and transition  
       to walk. 

Responsiveness to rider’s seat. 
Lateral balance on the track. Degree of collection. 

19- At C3 – Halt and acknowledge judge. 
Responsiveness to rider’s seat.  Lateral balance on the 
track.
